


NEBRASKA CHAPTER OF NAHRO
ANNUAL MEMBERSHIP MEETING
MARINA INN, SOUTH SIOUX CITY
SEPTEMBER 15, 2010

The regular annual membership meeting of the Nebraska Chapter of NAHRO was held at the Marina Inn, South Sioux City, Nebraska on September 14, 2010.  The meeting was called to order by President Nancy Bentley at 12:50 p.m.  Rebecca Dutcher announced there was a quorum as a membership sign in sheet was provided by Heather Looper.

Nancy Bentley asked for a motion to approve the agenda.  Motion by Paulette Pool to approve the agenda as provided, seconded by Starla Anderson, all in favor, motion carried.

Nancy Bentley asked for a motion to approve the minutes from the September 2009 meeting and Jeanne Janssen stated there was a correction to the minutes, in regards to the Treasurer’s Report.  The August balance should read $68,028.59 and the C.D. balance should read $73,522.19.  Motion by Chris Lamberty to approve the minutes from the last meeting with the corrections, seconded by Sue Kleider, all in favor, motion carried.

The Treasurer’s Report was given by Jeanne Janssen.  The checking account balance as of 08-31-2010 was $101,247.89, the Money Market account balance as of 08-23-2010 was $30,350.77, the 2 C.D. balances were $50,000 and $27,795.38.  Motion by Mickey Gray and seconded by Rick Ruzicka to approve the Treasurer’s Report, all in favor, motion carried.

Heather Looper gave the State Service Officer Report.  Heather welcomed everyone to the conference and reported that the 2010 directories were out and if anyone needed one to contact her, and she still had a few left.  Any changes to the directory would be reported in the newsletters.   Nancy Bentley stated that she appreciated all that Heather did throughout the year to help the board and membership.  Motion by Elaine Wiseman and seconded by Sheila Miller to accept the SSO report, all in favor, motion carried.

Nancy Bentley gave the President’s Report.  Nancy welcomed everyone to the conference and provided a written report.

Connie Foust gave the 2010 Conference Report.  Connie stated that there were 131 registered and 11 new Executive Directors in the new E.D. training.  Connie reported on the sponsorships by the vendors and welcomed Housing and Urban Development Staff and everyone to the conference.  She invited everyone to participate in the silent auction and thanked those who provided items for door prizes and silent auction items.

2011 NCRC Conference Report was given by Nancy Bentley with the absence of George Achola.  Nancy stated that it would be held at the downtown Hilton in Omaha in April and the committee was planning a great regional conference.  Additional information would be coming out soon.

2011 Fall Conference Report was given by Sue Kleider.  This will be a mini conference held in North Platte with 2 days of training.  More information will be coming out on this conference as well.

2012 Fall Conference will be held in Kearney and the site for 2013 has not yet been selected.  Sue Kleider reported that an announcement would be made at the next NAHRO Board meeting in November.

Julie Owens gave the Commissioner Report.  Julie stated that she would be emailing out a pamphlet that housing agencies should print out and copy for their Commissioners.  Julie gave a short overview of what the pamphlet contained.

The Professional Development Committee Report was given by Sue Kleider, Anita Theone, and Tracy Wieckhorst.  Sue stated that Anita and Tracy would be taking over the duties of Professional Development.  Anita and Tracy stated that they were just learning the process and if anyone had any ideas for training or workshops to let them know.  You can call or email them with your ideas.

Chris Lamberty gave the Housing and Legislative Report.  It was pointed out by Nancy Bentley that we are fortunate to have both Sheila Miller and Chris Lamberty on National NAHRO committees.  Chris reported on what was going on in the legislature regarding SEVRA and the sponsorship of several bills that have interest to housing authorities.  There is a 2 year contract with our lobbyist O’Hare and Lindsey.  The age of majority changed in the spring to age 18.  Chris continues to have weekly contact regarding the Nebraska Legislature.

Sheila Miller reported on Community Development and touched on several topics of interest such as the Capital Fund Training, NIFA Tax Credit Funds, and other funds that were available for communities through Department of Economic Development.

Peggy Christoffersen gave the Member Services Report.  Peggy provided a written report.  The different awards and the poster contest were work items for the committee.  Getting tenants involved was encouraged.  Heather Looper will be sending out information on the scholarships available to tenants and their children.  Peggy encouraged the group to contact her at the Blair Housing Authority if you have ideas.

Nancy Bentley stated there was no Maintenance Report as Tom Grim was absent.  There was also no report on National or NCRC .

Nancy Bentley stated that the Executive Board would be acting as the Nomination Committee for additional members and encouraged those who were interested in serving on the NE NARHRO Board to contact the Nomination Committee.

There being no other business Nancy Bentley called for a motion to adjourn the meeting.  Chris Lamberty moved to adjourn, seconded by Paulette Pool, all in favor, motion carried.
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
