NEBRASKA CHAPTER OF NAHRO
EXECUTIVE BOARD MEETING
Quality Inn, North Platte
September 19, 2011

The regular meeting of the Nebraska Chapter of NAHRO met at the North Platte Quality Inn on September 19, 2011.  President Nancy Bentley called the meeting to order at 7:05 p.m.  Roll Call was taken by Rebecca Dutcher and the following members were present: Diane Adams, , Nancy Bentley, Joan Bertolini,  Peggy Christoffersen, Rebecca Dutcher,  Connie Foust, Mickey Gray, Rita Grigg, Joy Hill, Pat Hosick,  Jeanne Janssen, Sue Kleider,  Heather Looper, Carolyn Pospisil, Anita Thoene, Tracy Wieckhorst, and Renee Williams. Rebecca Dutcher declared there was a quorum.  Also meeting with the board was Ed Greenwood.

Nancy Bentley asked if there were any amendments to the agenda, hearing no response Nancy asked for a motion to approve the agenda, motion made by Sue Kleider and seconded by Carolyn Pospisil, all in favor, motion carried.  

Nancy Bentley asked if there were any changes to the minutes and Rebecca Dutcher stated that she had changed the minutes to reflect the correct meeting location, hearing no other changes to the minutes, Nancy asked for a motion to approve the minutes, motion made by Joan Bertolini and seconded by Anita Thoene, all in favor, motion carried.

Jeanne Janssen gave the Treasurer’s Report.  Currently we have $192,994.00 in revenues, expenses of $150,692.79, for a net income of $42,301.21.  Jeanne noted that there were approximately $27,000 in expenses still out for NCRC and noted that they would probably come out of the following year’s budget and Anita Thoene added that most of the income has come in.

The checking account balance was $143,549.10 on August 31, 2011, the money market balance on August 23, 2011 was $30,381.14, and the certificates of deposit were $51,578.12 and $21,131.84 for a total of $72,709.96.

The check register was provided to the board with a separate breakdown of the revenues and expenses.  Sue Kleider asked about the Maintenance Conference income and expenses and Jeanne pointed them out on the report.

Nancy Bentley asked about the annual fee of $750  for the Commissioner’s Training License and Sue Kleider thought it was normally paid in the summer months.

Jeanne reported on the Scholarship Fund and the revenues and expenses for the fund for this year.  The current balance in the fund is $5267.01.  Motion by Mickey Gray and seconded by Peggy Christoffersen to approve the Treasurer’s Report, all in favor, motion carried.

The State Service Officer Report was given by Heather Looper.  Heather had a written report and stated that one of her upcoming goals was to work on getting increased membership.  Heather reported that she is registered for the upcoming NAHRO conference in St. Louis, MO. and wondered if she was supposed to attend the additional days specifically geared toward the service officers.  Discussion was held.  Nancy Bentley noted that the goal was for Heather to continue to gain knowledge regarding her job as the State Service Officer and thought it was important for her to attend.  Heather stated that she was not charged a fee for the conference because of her title and the only additional cost would be for the additional 2 nights of motel expense.  Heather was informed that she could attend the additional two days.

Nancy Bentley provided the President’s Report.  Nancy stated that her report was intended as a pep talk to the members about surviving these challenging times in the housing world.

Nancy asked for a show of hands for attendees to the PHADA Washington DC September 2011 legislative conference and Rita Grigg and Peggy Christoffersen both stated that they had attended.  There was some discussion as to what was learned and who they were able to see.

Joan Bertolini reported on the NCRC 2011 conference in Omaha.  All of the expenses except the portion that goes to NCRC had been paid; there was still an outstanding bill of $2700  for Johnson Control for the reception expenses.  Sue Kleider thought perhaps we should go ahead and send out the proceeds to NCRC and if Johnson Controls pays their bill to pay NCRC their portion out of that receipt.  Discussion was held.  Sue Kleider made the motion to pay NCRC their share and to forward any additional funds if they come in, seconded by Anita Thoene, all in favor, motion carried.

The 2011 Fall Conference was brought up for discussion.  Tracy Wieckhorst reported that the trainer for Property Management Essentials was not coming, there had been a family emergency and NAHRO was looking for a replacement trainer and flight possibilities.  Anita Thoene and Tracy offered to start the training and continue until the trainer showed up.  Discussion was held.  Tracy stated that she had not been notified until 6:15 p.m. on Monday that there was a problem with the trainer.  The board offered some suggestions and Tracy, Anita, and Sue Kleider left the room to call NAHRO.

In their absence the board continued with the next agenda item.  Nancy Bentley asked for volunteers for a conference Chairman or Co-Chairmen for the 2012 Fall Conference slated to be held in Kearney.  Nancy was under the assumption that all board members had received the letter from Elaine Wiseman resigning from the Chairman position and also stating that the Kearney Housing Agency would not be able to host the event.  The letter from Elaine was passed around to all of the members.  Discussion was held regarding possible Chairmen, relocations, or moving the 2013 Conference to be held in Columbus up a year.  The following people offered to help; Chris Lamberty, Paulette Pool, Pat Hosick, Dianne Adams, Joy Hill, Ute Wojtalewicz, Carolyn Pospisil, and Sue Kleider.  More Discussion was held.  No resolution was determined.

Chris Lamberty provided a written report on Housing/Legislative summarizing the past year’s big issues.  

Sue Kleider, Anita Thoene, and Tracy Wieckhorst rejoined the meeting and announced that there should be a new trainer here by 1:00 on Tuesday.  There will be a renegotiation of the price, and they will provide a 1 hour conference call with a staffer to get started on the session prior to the new trainer’s arrival.  The scheduled trainer’s wife went into premature labor, which to everyone presented an excusable absence of the trainer.

Discussion was held regarding the lack of a host and Chairman for the 2012 Fall Conference in Kearney.  Anita Thoene offered to Co-Chair and Sue Kleider had also offered to Co-Chair previously.  Discussion was held whether or not to continue with the location of the Ramada Inn in Kearney.  The dates have been set for September 11-13 2012.  Anita stated that she would still like to see it held in Kearney and would be willing to host it there.  There had been discussion earlier about the appropriateness of the motel and it was decided that we would contact the motel and decide if it was still going to work, but it was also discussed that at this late date we may not even have a choice.

There was no report on the 2013 Fall Conference to be held in Columbus.  Heather Looper did state that she had sent the conference planning guide to Bonnie McPhillips and Connie Foust stated that she would be at Columbus and would be talking with Bonnie about the progress.  

The location for the 2014 Fall Conference was announced and it will be held in Norfolk.  Norfolk Housing Agency will host the conference and Sheila Miller will Chair the event.
  
There was no Maintenance Report.  Nancy Bentley brought up that it had been suggested that the Maintenance Conference be held sometime around July 10, 11, 12 2012 in Scottsbluff, Sidney, Gering, Chappell areas.  It has not yet been decided.

Nancy Bentley asked for a motion to approve all reports, motion made by Rita Grigg and seconded by Jeanne Janssen, all in favor, motion carried.

Nancy Bentley reported that the blanket membership change to our bylaws was in the process of being approved by National NAHRO and she should have approval by our November meeting.

Thank you notes were passed around from Paulette Pool, and Elaine Wiseman.  
New Business
The audit was conducted by Sue Kleider and Mickey Gray.  Sue reported that Mickey had reviewed the 941 reports, the checks and statements and that everything checked out okay.  One thing was noted that for those expenses that were contracted, copies of those contracts need to be in the files.  Mickey noted that she had an accounting background and found that Jeanne Janssen had done a wonderful job.  Connie Foust has graciously consented to run for Treasurer for the 2011 elections.  Motion by Anita Thoene and seconded by Tracy Wieckhorst to approve the audit report, all in favor, motion carried.

Nancy Bentley asked for a show of hands of those planning on attending the conference in St. Louis.  Joan Bertolini, Sue Kleider, and Heather Looper responded.

Nancy Bentley asked about dates and locations for upcoming board meetings.  It was decided that November 18th in Cozad, February 10th in Fremont, June 8 at Sidney, and the meeting for September will be in Kearney at the 2012 conference.

Nancy Bentley asked if there was any other business to be brought before the board.  Heather Looper asked for help tallying the votes for the election tomorrow and Mickey Gray, Anita Thoene, Tracy Wieckhorst, and Rita Grigg all volunteered.

Nancy Bentley asked for a motion to adjourn the meeting, Jeanne Janssen seconded by Tracy Wieckhorst made the motion at 8:50 p.m.
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
